o Word Limit: 500 words.
o Format: Must be typed and not hand written.

o Youth living overseas should submit application and essay as follows: Europe to the Maryland OMK State

e Judging and Announcements of Winners:
o Judging is done on a state or OCONUS Region Basis. Essays will be evaluated on message and content.
Applications will be reviewed for extra-curricular activities including community service. Students chosen
to represent their state or OCONUS Region at the conference will be notified on or before January 14,
2009.
e Expenses Paid for All Winners:
o Students selected to participate in the Americanism Youth Conference will have their program fee an
travel paid to Philadelphia paid by the 4-H /Army Youth Development Project. These fees cover program
cost, room and board, and transportation to and from the Philadelphia Airport.
