Parents as Teachers (PAT) Born to Learn ™ Three Years to Kindergarten Entry (3-K) Curriculum Training will be held on Tuesday, August 10, 2010 and Wednesday, August 11, 2010 at the Center for Schools and Communities, 275 Grandview Avenue, Suite 200, Camp Hill, PA 17011.  Enrollment for this training will be limited to a maximum of 35 participants, and registrations will be accepted on a first come, first served basis.  The two-day training will be conducted by PAT National Center trainers (certified in the ages three to kindergarten entry curriculum).  The instructional staff has training and experience in three or more of the following areas: early childhood education/child development, parent education, early childhood special education, social work and administration.

Participants must attend all sessions of the two-day training in order to be certified.  Partial registrations will not be accepted.  Training will begin on Tuesday, August 10, 2010 at 8:30 AM and conclude on Wednesday, August 11, 2010 at approximately 4:30 PM.  A more detailed agenda will be provided at the training.  Please note that participation in this training does not qualify individuals to train others in the model.

Participants will engage in fourteen hours of instruction over a two-day period.  The Parents as Teachers Born to LearnTM Curriculum Three Years to Kindergarten Entry will be used to provide a full range of information on effective parenting and early child development.  The training will include such topics as:

· How children learn

· Value of play

· Physical, social and intellectual development of children

· Language and symbolic development within children

· Age-appropriate learning tools and methods

The Parents as Teachers National Center has released the new 2008 Born to LearnTM Curriculum Three Years to Kindergarten Entry which will be used for this training.  It is imperative that everyone participating in the training has a copy of this curriculum.  
The tuition for this training is $315.00.  The cost to purchase the curriculum is $210.00.  Checks should be mailed with your registration forms.  Checks are to be made payable to CSIU/Center for Schools and Communities and should indicate the name of the participant.

NOTE: All registrants for the PAT Three Years to Kindergarten Entry training must be certified in PAT Prenatal to Three Years.  Each registrant will receive registration confirmation from the Center for Schools and Communities via email once it has been confirmed that all requirements for 3-K certification have been met.

The Center for Schools and Communities, as a division of the Central Susquehanna Intermediate Unit, offers Act 48 professional development credit for those with Pennsylvania teaching or administrative certificates.  Participants must attend the workshop from beginning to end and provide their Professional ID number to receive credit.
